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Annual Ditch Clearing:

It's time for our annual ditch clearing! To keep our drainage system working
properly, please ensure the culverts at the end of your driveway are clear of
debris. Since culverts provide access to your private property, they are the
homeowner’s responsibility to maintain. Our Field Services Team has been
actively working to get the ditches cleared, if they need to clear a blocked
culvert for you, a $100 service fee will be applied to your account. Thanks
for doing your part!

NO OPEN BURNING:

As the weather warms up and we begin our spring cleanup, please remember
that open burning is strictly prohibited within our community. Since we do
not have curbside yard waste pickup, each homeowner is responsible for the
proper disposal of their own debris.
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Water Utility Bill:

Water bills have been mailed, and are due May 1st. We accept the following
payment methods: check, cash, credit/debit card, and ACH. If you are in need
of a payment plan for your bill, please email our office at hkui@hkoai.com
with your situation.

Voluntary Water Restriction:

The Virginia Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) has issued a
Drought Warning for our region due to significant deficits in precipitation,
streamflow, and groundwater levels.

While our current water supply remains stable, the state’s "Warning" status
indicates that a significant drought event is imminent. We are asking all
residents to protect our long-term water reliability and avoid future
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mandatory restrictions.
